On returning to live in the Rockingham District in 1987, after an absence of twenty 
years, I commenced my involvement with the Rockingham Districts Baseball Club. At 
that time, I was completing a very enjoyable six-year administrative commitment to 
the Braves Baseball Club of Cockburn and Melville. 
 
Season 1987/88 was my first season with the Rockingham Club, in which I served as 
Team Manager of the U/17’s Div 3. At that time, all Junior Baseball in the District 
was run under the auspices of the Rockingham District T/Ball Club. This was just as 
well, because at that time, nobody else wanted them. The U/17’s Team and myself 
were most fortunate in having Norm (Chalky) White and Joe Hughes as Co-
Coaches. Indeed, what started out as a bunch of individualists, were moulded into a 
Premiership and Minor Premiership winning team that season. It was just as well that 
many of these young lads showed a quick maturity, because after playing their 
Saturday games, some of them had to play Seniors on Sunday in order to save the 
one Senior Team from forfeiture. 
 
It was during this Season of 1987/88, that I started having a closer look at what was 
happening, or rather what was not happening, with Senior Baseball within the 
Rockingham District. As previously mentioned, the U/17’s were bolstering the senior 
numbers on field, and absolutely nothing was happening off field. There was no 
sense of direction, no hope for the future, and, most importantly, no Club pride. 
 
As soon as the 87/88 season finished, I started lobbying behind the scenes to get 
myself elected as Club President for the following season. I managed to achieve this 
objective, and held that position for five consecutive seasons. While I was waiting to 
be elected President, I ascertained the following facts:-  
 

• The Club was un-incorporated 

• The Club was bankrupt 

• The Club only had seven financial playing members 

• The Club had no Juniors 

• The Club had no decent uniforms or Home Ground venue for the following 
season 

 
However, one by one, all these problems were solved. Probably the biggest 
achievement was securing the right to bring Junior Baseball under the wing of the 
Senior body. This was only achieved after many late nights of negotiations with the 
local T/Ball Club. I shall always be indebted to Jack and Debbie Van Eldik and John 
and Judy Farrell for their support in this long and tedious matter. Parallel to these 
T/Ball Club negotiations were the opening of talks with John Tucker and the 
Rockingham City Council, regarding the securing of a purpose-built Baseball facility 
as permanent Home Ground Venue. This objective was not achieved during my term 
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as President and the Club owes much to Dean Penniment for hanging in there and 
seeing it through. 
In summary of my five year term, I like to think that I was fairly successful; others 
may wish to disagree; that is their prerogative. I feel that, overall, I gave the Club a 
new lease of life, with a renewed sense of direction and pride in itself. No opposition 
was allowed to consider a fixture against Rockingham as four easy points.  
 
Premierships and Minor Premierships were won by AA, B and D Grades. For myself, 
the highlight being AA Div 1 double winning season 1990/91, under Coach Jeremy 
Maslin. 
 
However, my proudest moment will always be the 1-0 loss to Balcatta in the 1991/92 
Grand Final. Balcatta, with the great Ray Mitchell on the mound, were given a lesson 
in class and maturity by a then young and relatively inexperienced Jason Williams.  
 
All in all, I enjoyed my eight season (1987/88 – 1994/95) involvement with the Club, 
and I take this opportunity to wish the Club Members all the best for the future, both 
on and off the diamond.
